Barclays and the Clearing House may agree procedures to apply in a contingency scenario where SWIFT messages, or a certain type of SWIFT message, either: (i) cannot be sent by the Clearing House; or (ii) cannot be received by Barclays; or (iii) where both (i) and (ii) have occurred; or (iv) where there is some other impediment to providing this Service based on SWIFT messages.  In such circumstance, we the Customer, authorise Barclays to comply with an instruction received from the Clearing House in a manner agreed between Barclays and the Clearing House.

We agree to the terms of this instruction and the attached Clearing House Payment Service Terms and any non-contractual obligations arising out of them shall be governed by and construed in accordance with English law.

Clearing House Payment Service 
Terms
In addition to any terms already in existence between the Customer and Barclays, the Clearing House Payment Service (the “Service”) is subject to the below specific terms. Terms defined in the attached instruction shall denote the same meaning in these terms.
1. Messages
SWIFT messages will be processed by Barclays provided that they adhere to SWIFT Network Validation Rules, Field Specifications and Usage Rules.  

2. Provision of Information
The acceptance of the instruction attached hereto constitutes the authorisation and direction of the Customer for Barclays to release to the Clearing House information regarding or related to the account(s), including but not limited to the account balance(s) and information concerning the potential rejection of payments (the “Account Information”) without further notice to or consent from the Customer. 
The Customer agrees to reply promptly and directly to any request for provision of the Account Information.

The Customer agrees that Barclays is not bound to enquire whether the Clearing House is entitled to receive such Account Information or be concerned with the propriety or regularity of the exercise of that right or notice to the contrary. The Customer also agrees that Barclays shall have no liability in relation to the provision of the Account Information by Barclays to the Clearing House. 
3. Liability
Barclays shall not be liable for or in respect of any loss arising from it complying with its obligations in respect of the Service including any loss caused directly or indirectly by:

· any act, omission or delay of the Customer or any other third party; or
· the Customer acting negligently or in breach of any terms between the Customer and Barclays.
